LENTEN REGULATIONS 2022

WEEKDAYS OF LENT: There is no obligation to fast.
Voluntary acts of self-denial are recommended.

AsH WEDNESDAY AND GOoD FriDAY: These are days of
Fast and Abstinence from meat. There is a limit of
one full meal and two smaller meals that do not
equal the main meal on these days for all between
the ages of 18 and 59 inclusive.

DAys OF ABSTINENCE: (All Fridays in Lent) All who
have reached their 14th year are bound to abstain
totally from meat.

On Sunday, March 13th, The Shroud of Turin replica
will be on display in Saint Michael’s Church hall
after the 9:30 am Mass until 7:00 pm.
