WHEN SHOULD LAY PEOPLE BOW OR GENUFLECT?
(FOR THOSE WHO CAN PHYSICALLY KNEEL)

Outside Mass: Genuflect to the tabernacle if the
Blessed Sacrament is present; bow to the altar if it is not,
or if the tabernacle is in a separate chapel. During Ado-
ration of the Blessed Sacrament a double genuflection,
kneeling on both knees, is often done to show profound
reverence.

During Mass: Bow to the altar when entering, leav-
ing, or crossing the sanctuary; genuflect only when spec-
ified (e.g., priest elevating the Eucharist).
